Allison called the meeting to order at 4:15 p.m.
Welcome and Introductions

Everyone went around the room and introduced themselves.
Minority Youth & Family Initiative Funding Announcement
Teresa Burke announced FY12 MYFI mini-grants.  There is a hand out highlighting the criteria, key dates, where bids should be submitted and the scoring guide.  Teresa explained they are small, grants for less than $4,500.00.  There are two critical areas of focus.  Number one: after school programs.  These are the critical hours after school when kids are engaging in inappropriate activities.  Also, during school breaks.  Number two: Parent/caregiver education.  Transportation and daycare assistance are encouraged as part of any MYFI bid response.  
Questions
Q:  Can an agency apply for two grants?
A:  Yes, feel free to apply for as many as you want.  

Q:  How many grants are available?

A:  The MYFI committee will have to wait to see the quantity of requests that are received and what the costs are.  

Teresa handed out another RFP announcement by Central Iowa Workforce Investment Board that was announced December 20 for the Youth Employment grant.  

Alyson announced the US Office of Women’s Health grant of $2,500 for a minimum of 200 women to engage in the Affordable Care Act.  January 20 is the deadline for this mini-grant.  

Parent Partner Update
Tessa Davis shared the Parent Partner update.  Building a Better Future training has been completed in Boone, Story and Dallas counties.  Parent Partner teams are being established in other counties.  There are a total of 246 families in the Des Moines service area with Parent Partners.  There are currently Lead Parent Partners in all Des Moines Service area counties.  Six referrals for Parent Partners have been received in the southern eight counties.  There will be Building A Better Future (BABF) training in February in the southern eight counties to train the new Parent Partners.  There are now Parent Partner teams going into all Des Moines Service Area decat clusters.  Communications for highlighting the parent partner program are currently in publication.  
CPPC Organization Spotlight:  Family Planning Council of Iowa
The group had discussed inviting agencies to spotlight their agency at future meetings.  Alyson volunteered to share her agency information.

Family Planning Council of Iowa administers the Federal Title X Family Planning Program for Iowa for clinical and non-clinical services.  Their mission is to provide reproductive health care and family planning services to all people who desire such services and who are uninsured or underinsured. They contract with agencies in 55 counties.  They serve 50,000 – 56,000 men and women in the state of Iowa.  They provide direct services, public education, advocacy and professional training.
Questions

Q:  Any concern of funding being eliminated for family planning?

A:  FPCI has a lobbyist.  Most people think of family planning as abortions so FPCI tries to educate and FPCI conducts site visits to ensure special initiatives are communicated.  FPCI tries to get the correct information out there about what we do.  

Q:  What is the K-12 programming work with school nurses?

A:  FPCI attends nurses’ conferences to educate and communicate.  We get calls and e-mails from teachers.  Sometimes the conversations are specialized; e.g. domestic violence, relationships.  Each school is different on their rules on what we can communicate or what they want us to communicate.
Organization Training Needs
The group discussed several ideas for training that could be brought to the group:
Providers:  mental health issues seem to be a reoccurring theme.  It would be nice to have 101-level guidance in dealing with those issues.  
How families spend their money; specifically gambling in the African American culture.  There is data that supports that African American’s spend more in lottery purchases.  

Training people how to mentor, especially when crossing ethnic lines; i.e., cultural competency training for community supports.
Foster Parent training:  therapeutic training for parents of children with developmental trauma.  These kids need different care than other children.  A “normal” parenting class may not apply.  

DHS 101 presentation:  it is a frank presentation covering what makes a solid referral, why it might be rejected, how to appeal and the life of a case.  This presentation can be customized to be 25 minutes to 1½ hours long.  Tracy White is willing to make this presentation.  

Some would like to have a presentation from the Des Moines Police Department.  A couple of names were shared.  They will be invited to come to a future meeting.  

Social media training:  students come to school with more information, particularly about technology, than teachers are able to handle.  

It was suggested to invite some attorneys to the meetings so that we are all on equal ground.

Community Updates/Announcements
